Nocturne            Antonín Leopold Dvořák
Antonín Leopold Dvořák (1841–1904) was a Czech composer of Romantic music, who 
employed the idioms of the folk music of Moravia and his native Bohemia. Dvořák wrote 
Nocturne in late 1882 or early 1883 from material he had used in two early chamber works; 
he conducted the fi rst performance early in the latter year, in Prague. Tonights performance 
is a transcription of the original scored for guitars. 

Count Me The Stars                 David Hamilton
New Zealand composer David Hamilton (b1955) was Head of Music at Epsom Girls Grammar 
School until the end of 2001 where he conducted the award-winning girls choir Opus. He is 
now the Deputy Music Director of Auckland Choral and has been Composer-in-Residence 
with the Auckland Philharmonia (1999). He concentrates on composing while maintaining 
part-time involvement in music education as a composition tutor and choral conductor. 
His choral music is widely performed, and is published in the UK, USA, and Finland. Count 
Me The Stars was commission by the Euphony Choir from Kristin School in Auckland, New 
Zealand. It is a setting of Australian poet, Kylie Johnson’s whimsical poem of the same name.  
Count Me The Stars is exploration of hope, love and dreams.

Mi Mancherai             arr. John Pamintuan
John Pamintuan (b1982) is a renowned Philippine conductor and composer, recognized 
by the American Federation of Musicians as an artist of sustained international acclaim. 
Pamintuan has written commissioned works for choirs around the world, and has won a 
number of awards for composition, including the prize for the Premiere of a New Work at 
the 2009 Florilege Vocal de Tours (France) for Oremus performed by Vocalia Taldea of Spain. 
Mi Mancherai, is an arrangement of the theme song from the 1994 fi lm, Il Postino whose 
music was written by argentinian-born, naturalized Italian composer, Luis Bacalov (b1933). In 
1996 Il Postino took the Academy Award for Best Original Musical Score. Pamintuan has set 
this gorgeous melody for guitar and four-part women’s voices.  Listeners may recognize this 
piece as it has more recently been recorded by Josh Groban. 
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
